e Exit the M4 at junction 17 and take the A350 (Chippenham) to Melksham.
¢ At the roundabout take the 3rd exit (Holt B3107).
e Turn left immediately after the Toll Gate pub (Staverton / Hilperton /
Trowbridge).
¢ From Staverton follow the brown local road signs.
e Hilperton Marina, Hammond Way is at the junction of the B3105 and

B3106.
e Check in at the glass walled building on stilts at the side of the canal.

London airports: Make your way via the London Underground, bus or
taxi to London Waterloo station. From there take a train to Trowbridge
as above.

From Bristol: Take a taxi to the marina (about 45 minutes).

The nearest rail station is Trowbridge where we are just a short taxi ride
away.
