From the Midlands and North, travel to Abergavenny on the A40.
• At the roundabout approaching Abergavenny take the first (sharp)
le� exit from the roundabout onto the A4042, signposted to
Pontypool and Newport. Follow this road for about 3 miles through
the village of Llanellen to the village of Llanover.
• The road falls through the village and just past the lowest point take
the right turn signposted Pencroesoped (the sign is quite hard to see).
• You will find the turning into Goytre Wharf a�er approximately one
mile, signposted on the le�.

From the south and west leave the M4 at junc�on 25a westbound
or 26 eastbound, onto the A4042 signposted to Cwmbran and
Abergavenny.
• Follow the signs for Abergavenny past the access roundabouts for
Cwmbran, Pontypool and New Inn.
• Turn le� at the second roundabout a�er 'McDonalds' signposted to
Mamhilad.
• Follow this country road for almost three miles when Goytre Wharf
will be found on your right.

A�er turning into Goytre Wharf follow the road to the clearing in the
wood, before reaching the aqueduct you will see the marina above the
old kiln works just a�er the Canal & River Trust no�ce board. Turn right
up the short hill into the marina car park.

FrOm AiRpOrTs

From London airports: Make your way via the London
Underground, bus or taxi to London Paddington sta�on.
From there follow the rail direc�ons above. From Bristol
either take a taxi directly (1hr 15min) or travel by rail to
either sta�on men�oned above. From Birmingham
Interna�onal take the train to Birmingham New Street
Sta�on then follow the train direc�ons below.

The nearest rail sta�ons are Abergavenny or Pontypool where we are
just a short taxi ride away (please contact the taxi companies directly for
an es�mated fare).

If travelling from the North or Midlands you will need to change at
Hereford or if travelling from the South or London (London Paddington)
you will need to change at Newport.

• The canal meanders its way through the Brecon Beacons
Na�onal Park for 36 miles with remarkable diversity of scenery
o�en following the magnificent River Usk.
• This canal is considerably quieter than others, as it is isolated
from the main canal network, but with many local pubs and
places to eat nearby
• It is arguably one of the most picturesque canals as it offers
glorious views of the Brecon Beacons along the way.
• The canal clings to the mountainside and brings about its
uniquely shallow levels.
• Lime kilns remain as well as an aqueduct da�ng from 1812.
• Pontymoile at one end of the canal is a convenient mooring
place for Pontypool Leisure Centre with its swimming pool and
dry ski slope.
• Moor at Llanga�ock and visit Crickhowell a wonderful
Georgian town, with excellent shopping and good food.
• Crickhowell also has a 13th century castle and a 17th century
bridge.
• Picturesque Talybont-on-Usk rests below the Central Beacons
between the Usk and the Canal.
• Nearby Talybont Reservoir offers bird watching, trout fishing
and easy walks to the waterfalls at Blaen y Glyn.
• Brecon is a charming old market town and one of the most
historic se�lements in Wales.
