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Directions To The Marina

From the Midlands and North, travel to Abergavenny on the
A40.

¢ At the roundabout approaching Abergavenny take the first
(sharp) left exit from the roundabout onto the A4042, signposted
to Pontypool and Newport. Follow this road for about 3 miles
through the village of Llanellen to the village of Llanover.

e The road falls through the village and just past the lowest point
take the right turn signposted Pencroesoped (the sign is quite
hard to see).

¢ You will find the turning into Goytre Wharf after approximately
one mile, signposted on the left.
