• Exit the M4 at junc�on 17 and take the A350 (Chippenham) to
Melksham.
• At the roundabout take the 3rd exit (Holt B3107).
• Turn le� immediately a�er the Toll Gate pub (Staverton / Hilperton
/ Trowbridge).
• From Staverton follow the brown local road signs.
• Hilperton Marina, Hammond Way is at the junc�on of the B3105
and B3106.
• Check in at the glass walled building on s�lts at the side of the
canal.

Located between Staverton & Hilperton Marsh, the marina is
indicated by a narrowboat symbol on local brown tourist road signs.

FrOm AiRpOrTs

London airports:Make your way via the London Underground, bus or taxi to
London Waterloo sta�on. From there take a train to Trowbridge as above.
From Bristol: Take a taxi to the marina (about 45 minutes).

The nearest rail sta�on is Trowbridge where we are just a short taxi ride
away. Trowbridge rail sta�on can be reached from London Waterloo or Bath.

• Devizes is a historic market town which hosts a tradi�onal
market every Thursday. It is one of the largest market places in
the West Country. Look out for the Wadworth Brewery Shire
Horse Dray which s�ll delivers to the towns Public Houses.

• Beyond Pewsey and through lush Wiltshire countryside.
• The highest point of the Kennet & Avon is marked by the 502
yard Bruce Tunnel.
• The canal then follows close alongside the Great Western main
railway line through the Bedwyns Great & Li�le and down to
Hungerford.
• Pass by Savernake Forest, an ancient woodland men�oned in
the Domesday Book.

• Beyond Hungerford the canal shares the valley with both the
railway and the River Kennet.
• The Kennet & Avon Canal is so central to Newbury that the
main shopping street passes directly over it.

• Having followed the route of the River Avon by canal, a�er Bath
the naviga�on uses the River itself, rever�ng to canal to divert into
Bristol city centre.
• Stunning weirs accompany each river lock down to Bristol.
• Museums and waterside features reflect the city’s former
importance as a sea port.
• Visitor moorings are available right in the centre of the city in the
floa�ng harbour (mooring charges apply).
• Reminders of the route’s industrial history such as the brass mill at
Kelston are found within rolling valley countryside.

The spectacular Devizes flight consists of 29 wide beam locks,
rising by 237 feet over just two miles.
