¢ At the next roundabout take the second exit following A4, Bath Road.

¢ Again at the next roundabout take the second exit following A4, Bath
Road.

¢ At the next roundabout take the second exit following A340,
Basingstoke Road.

¢ Take a left turn on Wharfside and the marina office is straight ahead.

By Road from M3/A303/South

e Join Basingstoke ring road and follow signs for Basingstoke hospital and

A340.

e Continue on A340 through Tadley and Aldermaston.

¢ Cross over canal bridge at Aldermaston Wharf and take next right into
Wharf side and the marina office is straight ahead.
