• Leave M4 at junc�on 12 and at the roundabout take the exit marked
to A4 Theale/Newbury.
• 1st exit coming from East or 3rd exit coming from West.
• At the next roundabout take the second exit following A4, Bath Road.
• Again at the next roundabout take the second exit following A4, Bath
Road.
• At the next roundabout take the second exit following A340,
Basingstoke Road.
• Take a le� turn on Wharfside and the marina office is straight ahead.

By RoAd

• Join Basingstoke ring road and follow signs for Basingstoke hospital
and A340.
• Con�nue on A340 through Tadley and Aldermaston.
• Cross over canal bridge at Aldermaston Wharf and take next right into
Wharf side and the marina office is straight ahead.

FrOm AiRpOrTs

Heathrow, Gatwick, Luton and Stansted airports are all linked to
Reading by motorway and bus services. London Heathrow airport is 40
miles away (45 minutes by car), Heathrow Express Bus service to
Reading sta�on. Gatwick Express rail service terminates at Reading
sta�on. Rail service from Reading to Aldermaston every hour
(No Sunday service)

The nearest railway sta�on is Aldermaston which is 300 metres away.

• Then it’s onto Great Bedwyn and Cro�on Pump Sta�on, home
to the world’s oldest working beam engine.
• Visit the historic conserva�on village at Woo�on Rivers on your
way to the tradi�onal village of Pewsey with its beau�ful
thatched co�ages.

PEWSEY & RETURN, 7 Nights

• A short cruise to Reading, where you join the Thames and cruise
downstream through the rowing town of Henley, the charming town
of Marlow, where Shelley and T.S. Eliot once lived, and Cookham,
home to the Stanley Spencer art gallery.
• Moor up at Taplow for a visit to Cliveden House and, if your budget
is up to it, at Bray, where you could enjoy a fine meal at either
Heston Blumenthal’s Fat Duck or the Roux brothers’ Waterside Inn.
• Visit Eton College before arriving at the royal town of Windsor,
famous for its castle, and nearby Legoland.

• On the Kennet & Avon you will be able to see two surviving
turf-sided locks, Monkey Marsh lock at Thatcham and Garston Lock
at Theale.
