Centre. (01484 844298)

e East of Huddersfield the canal is wider and the locks are shorter,
so the maximum length of boat able to complete the circuit is 58ft.

Forest Canals, providing a range of scenery.

e Enjoy glorious scenery as the Macclesfield Canal skirts the
edge of the Pennines.

e If time allows why not take a detour from Marple along the
Peak Forest Canal and enjoy stunning views.

¢ You will cruise through the heart of Manchester and moor at
Castlefield to explore the city and places such as the Old
Trafford, home of ‘Man U’ (www.manutd.co.uk), the Arndale
shopping centre or the Museum of Science and Industry
(www.mosi.org.uk).

¢ This route has a variety of canal features including broad and
narrow locks, aqueducts and tunnels, and the distinctive stone
architecture of the Peak District.
