• Take the A426 towards Rugby. Go straight across the first four
roundabouts passing under a disused railway viaduct.
• Then go right around the roundabout and come back towards the
viaduct. Consul Road is the first le� by the Peugeot garage. The
boatyard entrance is 200 yards on the right.

If you are approaching from the Southeast or Northwest
via the M6 motorway exit at junc�on 1.

By RoAd

• Take the A427 towards Lu�erworth/Rugby.
• Turn le� at the traffi c lights onto A426 Rugby for 4 miles.
• At the junc�on of the A426 and M6 motorway follow instruc�ons as
above.
• If you are approaching from the South via the A426 you will come
through the village of Dunchurch.
• Take all signs that direct you to the M6 North. Follow the road
towards Rugby town centre (A426) and s�ll keep following all the signs
to M6 North. This will eventually bring you to Avon Mill Roundabout.
• Turn right at this roundabout and travel up the dual carriageway,
turning le� just past the viaduct onto Consul Road. (Consul Road is the
first le� a�er the viaduct) The boatyard entrance is 200 yards on the
right

3 Nights will take you to Hinckley Wharf, but in a 4 night break
you could get as far as Market Bosworth and visit the famous
historical ba�lefield.
